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features

Due to our policy of continuous improvement, the actual product may differ slightly from the one illustrated in these instructions.

1	 Power base
2	 Glass body

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using your kettle

 If this kettle is filled above the maximum level mark, hot water may be ejected 
from the spout during boiling.  Beware of steam coming from the spout or lid 
especially during refilling.  Never open the lid when the kettle is boiling.

Before first use
Remove any packaging and promotional material from your kettle and position it on a 
stable, secure, dry and level work surface away from the edge.

Before connecting to a power source, make sure your mains supply voltage is the same 
as the one indicated on the appliance. Connect the plug to a suitable power outlet and 
make sure that the power cord does not overhang the work surface. Excess power cord 
can be stored in the power base.

Remove your kettle from the power base. Fill your kettle to the maximum mark and close 
the lid.

Place your kettle back onto the power base. Press the BOIL button, allow it to boil 
then discard the water. Repeat twice. This will remove any residue left over from the 
manufacturing process. 

Boiling water
1.	 Remove your kettle from the power base and fill it with water. You can fill it through 

the spout or by opening the lid. Don’t overfill your kettle and always ensure that there 
is sufficient water in your kettle for it to operate correctly. This is approximately 250ml 
or 1 teacup full. Place your kettle back onto the power base. Always check the water 
level when your kettle is positioned on its power base. Note Whenever you remove 
the kettle from the power base the display will show _ _ _. This is normal.

2.	 Press the BOIL button. The BOIL button will flash and the kettle will start to boil the 
water. The temperature display will show the temperature of the water in 5ºC steps 
as it is heated up. 

3.	 Once boiled, your kettle will make a sound and automatically switch off. All lights will 
go out except the display which will continue to show the current temperature of the 
water in 1ºC steps until the temperature has fallen to 80ºC.

4.	 To stop the kettle at any time press the BOIL button.

Heating water to a selected temperature
Your kettle will heat water to one of four user-selected temperatures (60ºC, 70ºC, 80ºC or 
90ºC). Note that your kettle can only heat water up and not cool it down so if you select a 
temperature of 70ºC and the water in your kettle is already hotter, nothing will happen.

1.	 Fill your kettle with water as required then place it onto the power base. 
2.	 Press the TEMPERATURE SELECT button to select the desired water temperature 

(60ºC, 70ºC, 80ºC or 90ºC). The temperature changes with each press of the button 
as follows: 60, 70, 80, 90, 60, 70, 80, 90, etc.
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using your kettle

3.	 Press the START button. The START button will flash and the water will be heated to 
the selected temperature. The temperature display will show the temperature of the 
water in 5ºC steps as it is heated up. 

4.	 When the selected temperature is reached, your kettle will make a sound and 
automatically switch off. All lights will go out except the display which will continue 
to show the current temperature of the water in 1ºC steps until it has fallen by 20ºC 
below the temperature you selected.

5.	 To stop the kettle at any time press the START button.

Keep Warm feature
The keep warm feature will maintain the temperature of the water at 70ºC for 10 minutes. 
To activate the keep warm feature press the KEEP WARM button. The button will flash 
when your kettle is in the keep warm mode. To switch off the keep warm mode, press the 
KEEP WARM button again.

Standby mode
Your kettle will enter standby mode to conserve power under the following conditions: 
•	 If you have been heating water and the water temperature has fallen by over 20ºC 

after heating. 
•	 After 10 seconds of inactivity (no button has been pressed). 
To reactivate your kettle, simply operate it as normal. For example, press the BOIL button 
and your kettle will immediately start to boil the water.

Sounds
The sounds your kettle makes can be turned on or off as preferred. To turn them off, 
press and hold the TEMPERATURE button then press the BOIL button. The display will 
briefly show OFF. To turn the sounds back on, press and hold the TEMPERATURE button 
then press the BOIL button. The display will briefly show ON.

Boil dry protection 
If your kettle is operated with insufficient water a built in fail-safe device will automatically 
switch it off. Should this happen, the display will flash 888 and the buttons will also flash.
•	 Unplug your kettle and allow it to cool. When it has cooled down sufficiently the 

safety device will reset itself.
•	 Once the safety device has reset, refill your kettle with cold water and use it as 

normal.
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cleaning

 Always unplug the kettle from the mains supply socket and allow it to 
completely cool down before cleaning or descaling it. Do not immerse the kettle, 
power base or power cord and plug in water or any other liquid.

1.	 Clean the exterior surface of the kettle with a damp cloth and then polish with a soft 
dry cloth. Do not use steel wool pads or harsh/abrasive cleaners.  

2.	 Descale your kettle regularly to keep it working efficiently. Use a proprietary descaling 
product following the manufacturer’s instructions carefully.

Cleaning the filter
 Before removing or refitting the filter, switch off the kettle and empty it. Allow 

it to cool completely, then unplug the power base from the mains supply socket. 
Never operate the kettle without the filter fitted.

•	 Open the lid and remove the filter from behind the spout.

•	 Rinse the filter under a tap whilst brushing it with a soft brush.

•	 In hard water areas it may be necessary to descale the filter using a descaling 
product. Use a proprietary descaling product following the manufacturer’s instructions 
carefully.

•	 The filter may be washed safely in the cutlery rack of a dishwasher.

•	 Refit the filter back into your kettle.
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connection to the mains supply

 This appliance must be earthed.

This appliance is fitted with either a moulded or rewirable BS1363, 13 amp plug. The fuse 
should be rated at 13 amps and be ASTA approved to BS1362. 

If the fuse in a moulded plug needs to be changed, the fuse cover must be refitted. The 
appliance must not be used without the fuse cover fitted.

If the plug is unsuitable, it should be dismantled and removed from the supply cord 
and an appropriate plug fitted as detailed below. If you remove the plug it must not be 
connected to a 13 amp socket and the plug must be disposed of immediately. 

The wires of the mains lead are coloured in accordance with the following code: 

GREEN/YELLOW  = EARTH          BLUE = NEUTRAL          BROWN = LIVE

The wire which is coloured GREEN/YELLOW must be connected to the terminal in 
your plug which is marked with an E or by the earth symbol ( ) or coloured GREEN or 
GREEN /YELLOW.

The wire which is coloured BLUE must be connected to the terminal in your plug which is 
marked with the letter N or coloured BLACK.

The wire which is coloured BROWN must be connected to the terminal in your plug which 
is marked with the letter L or coloured RED.

If any other plug is used, a 13 amp fuse must be fitted either in the plug or adaptor or at 
the distributor board.

Plug should be BS1363 approved
